What you have come to realize, 
what has helped you to live and given you hope, is what 
you also need to communicate to others.” 

Anyone who attends will be helped to deepen their  
awareness of, and commitment to, three truths: 

1. �I need to nurture a personal relationship  
with God in my life.

2. �I need to be able to articulate, first of all to myself, 
my story with God - the times and ways that He has 
touched, awakened, converted, strengthened,  
challenged, and consoled me.

3. �I need to learn to communicate  
“My Story with God” to another person.
